
         Satellite Finder Instructions For The SatM ax Portable Dish Kit

1.  Connect one end of long cable to satellite receiver (LNB IN) the other end to TO REC input of inline meter. 
     This is marked on the rear of inline meter.
    
2.   Connect one end of the short cable TO LNB on inline meter.  

3    Connect other end of the short cable to the LNB on the dish.

4.   Check that the fitting of the LNB on dish is skewed so that cable is at 8pm.looking into the dish.
      Push the LNB fully forward in the bracket.
      
5   Connect supplied AV cable from the satellite receiver to the TV using colour for colour.

6.   Turn on satellite receiver and the television. Set the satellite receiver to the desired channel.
       .
7   Set the dish to the correct elevation and azimuth as per the table at the bottom of this sheet for your location.

8.   Set the attenuation knob so that the inline meter needle is sitting around the middle of the scale.

9.   Begin to pan your camper sat dish SLOWLY from north to west. As you begin to pan onto the satellite
      the inline meter will begin to sound louder and the needle will move up the scale.

Please note there are a couple of satellites in the same part of the sky , 
Quick Tip: Signal strength with no quality often indicates you are on the incorrect satellite.

10.  You will need to adjust the attenuation knob as you find a satellite 
      The reason for winding down the attenuation is the satellite is very strong and if you don t wind it back as you 
      line up the dish you will not be able to see any change on scale.
      
11. Once you have the dish lined up to the satellite lock off dish and remove inline meter from cable and connect 
      the long cable directly from the satellite receiver to the LNB on the dish.

   Do not connect the power to the receiver until all connections have been made.
     This is important as damage will occur to the receiver.

     Please Remove the power before disconnecting the cable from the dish.

Elevation Chart For New Zealand



Ensure that the large U-Block assembly (1) is correctly mounted to the back of the dish frame (2).

This large U-Block assembly has on the left-hand side a European electrical certificate mark;  CE (3).
 
Please make sure that this CE mark is on the LEFT-HAND side of the assembly when looking from the rear of the dish. 

The elevation mark (4) is then taken from the RIGHT-HAND side of the assembly.

Please remove the locking Tabs off the Arm Locking insert.
Otherwise you will not set the elevation correctly 
& will affect performance of dish
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Setting the skew of the LNB
If your LNB is as shown on the left,
The best Skew setting we have found for 
all over New Zealand is at aprox 8.00 as 
per picture below
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
