
Quick Set Up Guide For SatMax USB Receiver
Connect USB receiver to the satellite dish & to 12V power supply, 
Now connect the USB cable from the receiver to the computer:

Windows xp should find the new hardware and ask for the disk 
containing the drivers & software.
Insert this disk into the CD rom drive and allow windows to install 
drivers,

If windows brings up a warning click 'CONTINUE ANYWAY'

It will load the two main drivers , 'USB firmware driver' , and 
'SATMAX PLUS KVU110' 

Once the drivers are installed.

Run the CD rom , DVB player Setup.

and choose Install Application

This will install the DVB software to run the USB receiver.

Once installed , you should have an icon on your desk top

Click and run this program.

Once you have run the program KVU110S

Choose Satellite Setting from the 'Setting' drop down menu

In the LNB SETTING SCREEN Click ADD - to add a satellite.

Then enter the following,
NAME Optus D LNB
Check "Single"
Select low LNB - 10750 (or 11300)
10750 is the standard LNB used in the last 2 Years , 11300 is the older type.

As per below picture>

Click OK when done

Now make sure you click and highlight OPTUSD 

Then Click ADD (under Transponders)

Now Enter the following under Add Transponder 

NAME: Freeview 
FREQ: 12483
SYMBOL RATE :22500
Choose Horizontal 

Click OK when done

You will have to Click "Add" Again to add the second 
transponder as per picture to the right.

Enter the following  

NAME: Freeview2 
FREQ: 12456
SYMBOL RATE :22500
Choose Horizontal 

Once you have entered the Satellite 
transponders:

Click 'SCAN' under - Satellite , Then when 
Program Scan window pops up , make sure 
Freeview and Freeview2 are both ticked.
Then Click Scan - and it should load your 
channels:

You are now done and should be able to 
watch your pictures - just exit from these 
screens by pressing  'OK'
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
